o e Passover
Commonly known as the “Feasts” of the Lord Unleavened Bread

Israel’s Festivals (or “Feasts”)
— Israel’s Past and Future set forth

PAST FULFILLED:

- Passover — the beginning of Israel’s exodus from Egypt. (Exodus 12:26,27)
- Unleavened Bread — the haste of Israel’s departure, linked with Passover (Exodus 13:7-9)
- Weeks / Pentecost — firstfruits/foretaste of the greater harvest still to come (Acts 2:1-3, 38-41)

- - - Agap of 2000+ years (the Present) - - -

FUTURE AWAITING FULFILMENT:

- Trumpets — the trumpet shall sound at the Lord’s return (Matthew 24:31; 1 Thessalonians 4:16)
- Day of Atonement — they shall look upon the one who was pierced, and mourn (Zechariah 12:10-14)
- Tabernacles — God’s people dwelling with Him the land (Zechariah 14:5,11;1 Thessalonians 4:17)
